REQUIREMENT: 

Registered Nurses must be a graduate of the National RN Population Health Nurse Certificate Program 

to participate in the National RN Population Health Nurse Active Learning Collaborative.  

 
DESCRIPTION OF THE PROGRAM 

This faculty guided learning experience is designed for RNs who have completed the National RN 

Population Health Nurse Certificate Program. In this learning activity, National RN faculty provide 

coaching and support as nurses learn to apply principles of population health in practice including 

accessing data, interpreting trends and designing intervention strategies to improve health outcomes of 

selected populations.  The format of the Active Learning Collaborative also provides a way for 

participants to learn from each other, share ideas and receive feedback in real time as they complete 

assignments designed to support rapid translation of new knowledge into practice.  

 
SUMMARY OF PRACTICE OUTCOMES 

Registered Nurses who successfully complete the Active Learning Collaborative will be able to: 

1. Demonstrate population health skill acquisition by designing a population health intervention using 

the knowledge gained and tools provided in the National RN Population Health Nurse Certificate 

Program.  

 

2. Gain confidence in applying didactic knowledge learned in the National RN Population Health Nurse 

Certificate Program through faculty guided assignments and collaborative learning that provides 

constructive feedback and facilitates idea generation.  

 

ABOUT THIS LEARNING FORMAT 

In this 6 week faculty supported learning experience participants work independently to accomplish 

assignments that will result in the design of a population health intervention specific to their practice 

setting.  Throughout this timeframe ALC participants will meet virtually with faculty and peers to review 

assignment progress, share ideas and receive constructive feedback to support success in practice.  
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While not graded, successful completion of the ALC is determined by the following: 

ALC Activities Criteria for Successful Completion 

Participation in ALC • Engages in problem solving, asks questions, 
shares ideas, provides constructive feedback, 
etc. (virtual, recordings, chat transcript) 

• Demonstrates professional interactions with 
faculty and ALC participants 

Completes ALC Assignments • Reports on assignment progress  

• Shares insights learned with ALC participants 

Final PHN Intervention Presentation  • Presents PHN Intervention to ALC for feedback 
& recommendations
